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Speaker Guidelines

The following guidelines for Avenue to Wellness (ATW) speakers are to ensure consistent and quality information for session attendees.  Please take the time to read and follow these guidelines for your presentation. 

All speakers are selected based on their professional knowledge and presentation experience. Programs reflect directly upon Frank R. Howard Foundation and its reputation for presenting quality education. Therefore, while we do not wish to hamper your individual speaking style, we request that you follow these suggestions. 

Overall presentation and professional responsibility. The Howard Foundation’s mission is to serve the entire community and as such, must stay free of any divisiveness or personal issues between doctors, clinics, health treatment modalities, etc.  As a speaker for ATW, we request you only make respectful and professional comments about other health providers in our community.  While a range of integrated health education materials is offered to our community, we request each speaker to clarify their own area of knowledge, without judgment or disregard for other professionals in the community.

Nondiscriminatory language and behavior. When preparing both oral presentations and written materials, speakers are expected to be sensitive to the concerns of all members of the audience in their use of language, hypothetical examples, and anecdotes. For example, routinely assuming that lawyers and judges are male and that secretaries and legal assistants are female, or portraying any gender or minority group in an unfavorable light, is inappropriate.  Speakers are to avoid offensive, racist, or sexist remarks.  Please use inclusive language wherever possible. We encourage speakers to review both written materials and oral remarks carefully for stereotypes that might offend individuals in the audience. 

Selling products or services from the podium.  Speakers are requested to avoid presentations that focus specifically on one product or service that they become commercials. "Selling from the podium" can create significant conflict of interest problems. Speakers should avoid any appearance of impropriety or inordinate promotion of a product or service they sell or provide.
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
